PREPARATION: If there are to be multiple recipients to be called up separately, the first part
need be read only once, and each recipient may then be called up.

Scroll/Promissory: None

Token: Pendant (gold, engrailed cutout on the inside, with a pendant pearl, hung
by a short chain from the topmost inner point of the engrailing) strung on
ribbons.

ﬁ NOTE: DO NOT CALL RECIPIENT(S) YET!

Herald: In the days of Prince William of Houghton, Maythen, His Princess, was
inspired of the example of grace and courtesy to all set by Princess
Esmirelda, and resolved to find a way to identify these worthy subjects.
She, with the consent of Her Lord, created the Princess’ Order of Grace,
to be granted unto worthy members of the populace who were to be an
example unto others.

(Call each recipient forward.)
Then, this day do We call before Us , Who has shown
[himself | herself] to be a noteworthy example of grace, courtesy, and
honor among the subjects of Our Realm, and whom We do now admit to
the Princess’ Order of Grace. Given by Our Hands this ___ day of ,
Anno Societatis,

& Princess:  (The Princess places the emblem around the recipient’s
neck. She then offers her hand to be kissed. The recipient
rises and is presented to the Prince, who either shakes or
kisses the hand of the recipient.)

&Princess:  You have Our leave to depart.
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
