Herald: Your Highnesses, Sir                           wishes to bring a matter of contract before Your Court.

this moment hence, or until you and your Knight shall agree that this bond is dissolved?

Squire[s]: I do.

Herald: Do you now swear fealty to Sir                           and do you agree to apply yourself diligently
and attentively to [his | her] teachings, and to serve [him | her] in any lawful manner [he | she]
shall require?

Squire[s]: I do.
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(Ceremony for the Creation of a new squire, continued)

Knight: Then I, for my part, do swear fealty to                        , and will teach [him | her | them] with
instruction in full measure, with a minimum of beatings, to ensure [his | her | their] learning.
In token of this relationship, take from my hands this red belt, and wear it proudly until such
time as you exchange it for another.

Knight: Then I, for my part, will teach [him | her | them] with instruction in full measure, with a
minimum of beatings, to ensure [his | her | their] learning.  In token of this relationship, take
from my hands this red belt, and wear it proudly until such time as you exchange it for another.
