Scroll/Promissory: None
Token: Wreaths, traditionally of Rosemary

Herald: Let all within range of my voice draw nigh and pay heed.
(Pause for populace to gather.)
Herald: Let all who fought in these Coronet Lists today assemble before Their Highnesses.

(Fighters assemble and kneel in a semicircle.)

2% Prince: Who claims victory of the field this day?
Victor: I do.

Herald: has, by [his | her] prowess, been given victory this day.

22/ Prince: Then let [him | her] come before us.
Herald: Let come forward and kneel before Their Highnesses

(The victor comes forward and kneels before the Prince.)

&5 Princess: Who is the [lady | lord] whose favor has inspired you to victory?

Victor: My Princess, the favor I bear was given me by

&5 Princess: Then let [her | him] come forward and join you.

Herald: Let come forward and join her Lord before Their Highnesses, and let all here present
bear witness unto these proceedings.

(Consort comes forward and kneels before the Princess -- Alternately -- the Victor may rise,
and escort the Consort forward, both kneeling before the Prince and Princess. Prince &
Princess take the wreaths which the Victor and his consort are to be given.)

2% Prince: , with this wreath We acknowledge your right to claim the Coronets
of Oertha.
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(Acknowledgment of the Victor in the Coronet Lists, Cont.)

(Prince places wreath on Victor's head.)

&5 Princess: With this wreath acknowledge your Lady.
(Princess hands wreath to Victor, who stands.)

Victor: By this token, I make known to all that with you alone will I claim the Coronets of Oertha.
(Victor places wreath on Consorts head, then raises her up.)

Herald: Their Highnesses here charge you to go and prepare yourselves suitably, and to come before
Them tomorrow to be invested as Prince and Princess of Oertha.
