The King and Queen need to release various persons from responsibilities given early in Their Reign.
There is a list given. Please use it. Copy it and actually mark on it.

Coronation Court
This ceremony has a lot of explanation attached to it, in order to ensure that all goes as smoothly as
possible. Please read it before beginning Court.

Peerages

The Peerage ceremonies have a one-page explanation attached to each of them. The Principals of the

Ceremony for the Invocation of the Crown List of the Kingdom of the West

PREPARATION: In preparing for the invocation, the Herald should obtain from the
Sovereign a list of those unbelted fighters who will stand with the Chivalry
for the purposes of the challenges, each of these fighters will be listed by
the color of the field they will start on - and a list of the order in which the
remaining unbelted fighters will make their challenges.

Scroll/Promissory: None

Token: None

Herald: Their Majesties call all fighters who wish to fight in the Crown Lists this day,
and their consorts, if they so wish, to come before Them now.

(Wait for the fighters and consorts to gather:)

Herald: The members of the populace of the Kingdom of the West are invited to
witness the Invocation of the Crown Lists.

(When the populace has gathered, the herald shall then say:)

Herald: Your Majesty, these are the members of the Order of Chivalry who will
compete in Your Crown Lists.

(The Herald shall announce the name of each of the belted fighters entered in
the Lists by the specific field that they start on (for example, the Herald will
announce all belted fighters that will fight on the Azure field, followed by all
fighters on the Sable field, and so on.) When his name is called, the fighter
shall move forward, and make his reverence to the Crown, and then stand next
to the herald assigned to that field, facing inward. At this point his Consort may
leave, or stand behind him.)

Herald: Their Majesties invite the following unbelted fighters to stand with the Chivalry
for these Lists:

(The Herald shall then introduce the unbelted fighters who are to be ranked
with the Chivalry for the day. As ea
is fighting on), he shall step forward and make his reverence to the Crown,

then cross to stand in the line behind the herald assigned to that field, facing
inward. When all unbelted fighters ranked with the Chivalry have been called
forward, the Unbelted line shall step as close to the Royal Pavilion as they may
and stay in their line.)

Herald: Those in the unbelted line should move the line as close to the thrones as
possible and keep their line, so that you may better hear.
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(Invocation of the Crown Lists, Cont.)

* King: My Lord Marshal,
let the fighters know
which conventions of combat
will be observed in these Lists.

Marshall: (The Marshal shall step forward and do so.)
Herald: Your Majesties, your Bard begs leave to present a piece.

you all know the Rules of the Lists. Do you swear to abide by these rules
and these conventions during these Lists?

Herald: And do you each swear that, should you be given victory in these Lists,
you and your consort will swear fealty to the Kingdom and populace of the
West. And do you swear that you and your consort can and will fulfill the
duties and obligations of a King or Queen of the West, and that you will
rule justly and to the utmost of your abilities, as long as you shall reign?

Herald: Then upon pain of expulsion from these Lists, let none here present enter
these lists bearing any stone, charm, or herb of virtue, by which they hope
to gain advantage over their opponent. Let each of you prove by your skill
and strength alone the worth and virtue of those whose favors you bear,
either in victory or in honourable defeat.

The unbelted fighter should then
take both of their lists cards, and present them to the Mistress of the Lists for
your field, that the challenge may be recorded.

The populace now has Their Majesty's leave to depart, but may remain to
witness the challenges if they wish.

(The Herald shall then call the names of the fighters standing in the unbelted
line. The next fighter should be called as soon as the preceding fighter's
challenge has been accepted.)

(When the last challenge has been accepted, the Herald shall ask of His

Majesty if there is further need of his services, and if there is none, shall take his
leave.)
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INVESTITURE OF THE
CROWN PRINCE AND PRINCESS

Notes and Explanations

There are two forms of the Investiture of the Crown Prince and Princess of the West. The current most
commonly used form is the Field Investiture, which happens directly after the final round is completed.
The other option is to invest the new Prince and Princess in Court. Either one or the other should be
used, not both.

Before the Final Round

The fighters and their consorts who are in the quarter finals should be notified of the options, as should
Their Majesties. It is important that this be considered during the quarter-finals, and not just before the
final round 7 talking to the finalists before the final round about these options can throw them off their
game i they have plenty to think about.

If Their Majesties insist that it will be a Field Investiture, it will be a Field Investiture. A Court Investiture
can provide more pageantry as well as an opportunity to shower and change. In either case, there are
a few things that should be noted.

The herald must get the blazon of the armory of the finalists and consorts.

Make sure the Consorts are invited to stand with the Royalty to watch the final round.

Field Investiture

If this option is used, the Crown Prince and Crown Princess should be given the opportunity to process
into the evening court. This should be done regardless of whether or not Their Majesties wish to
process. Court should start, and Their Majesties' welcome of Their Heirs into their Court should be
either the first piece of business, or should take place as soon as the Heirs are ready. They should be
notified of that they may have attendants escort them in to Court if they wish.

Court Investiture
The Victors should be notified as soon as is convenient after the final round that They may have
attendants escort them into Court if they wish.

Coronets

There are permanent Silver Coronets for the Crown Prince and Princess. There is no formal ceremony
to exchange the Wreaths for these Coronets. At this point in time, the decision as to when to start
wearing the formal Coronets rather than the Wreaths is completely in the hands of the Crown Prince
and Princess.

Notes and Explanations

Coronation is probably the single most complex ceremony we perform. As such, the following notes are
here put forth to assist the Royalty, the Crown Prince and Crown Princess, and the Heralds, in
preparing for the ceremony.

Al so, the form given here is considered to be the
Ceremony. It is understood that many Crown Princes and Crown Princesses may wish to modify this
ceremony to personalize it. There are a few items that should not be changed, and these are noted

below, with reasons for not changing them.

LISTS FOR THE HERALDS
To assist the herald(s) running court, the following names need to be provided, or the Herald must find
them (in the cases of the names of the Princes/Princesses):

The names of the Princes and Princesses

The names of the Queends Guard

The name of the Knight Counselor to the Queenbts Gua
The name of the Queendés Champion (Optional)

BEFORE COURT

The King and Queen should determine which members of their Court will stay behind the Thrones. If

the whole Royal Household stays, then the switch at the beginning of Coronation becomes quite

awkward. Along the same lines, the Crown Prince and Crown Princess should determine which

members of their household/Court will stand behind the Thrones -- for the exact same reason. Too

many people attempting to change places causes major congestion and heartburn for all involved.

ROBES OF STATE
Robes of State exist for optional use if desired by the Crown Prince and Crown Princess. They have not
been commonly employed in recent tradition.

THE CORONATION PARTY
The Coronation party as shown includes an Honor Guard. These are optional.

The Coronation Party also shows a Cupbearer, who is optional. The Cupbearer is in an equivocal
position in the ceremony.

FEALTY OATHS TO THE KINGDOM BY THE PRINCE AND PRINCESS

The Oaths to the Kingdom may be modified if the Crown Prince and Crown Princess desire, but it is not
necessary. However, the following things MUST be in the oaths of fealty:

There must be a release upon departing the thrones (and/or the death of the Crown Prince/ess, etc.)

There must be a promise to uphold the laws of the Kingdom.
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(Coronation Ceremony Notes, Cont.)

There should be some form of a promise to protect the Kingdom and Populace of the Kingdom.
Note that there are optional language specific Fealty Oaths available at the end of this document.

LEAVES OF ACHIEVEMENT AND PRINCIPALITY ROYALTY

Section 6.4 of West Kingdom Law states that the Crown must specifically declare at the start of every
reign whether or not They intend to grant the privilege of bestowing Leaves of Achievement upon the
territorial Princes and Princesses. There is an option inserted into the principality fealty ceremony
where this may done as a gesture of the completion of the reciprocal fealty. If that option is not used, a
separate announcement must be made at some point in first court specifying that Leaves of
Achievement may be bestowed, may not be bestowed, or may be bestowed by some and not others of
the territorial Princes and Princesses.

FEALTY FROM OFFICERS, Etc. TO THE KING AND QUEEN

The Fealty oaths are set up in a special fashion. Since some Royalty have strong opinions of the order
in which fealty should be received from Princes and Princesses, Barons and Baronesses, Peers, and
Officers, the ceremonies are laid out so that they can be rearranged as needed, each set of oaths
taking one page. The fealty oaths should not be changed.

The King and Queen may alternate accepting the fealties, if They wish.
